Birch Run was originally founded as a station
on the Pere Marquette Railroad by John Moore,
its first postmaster, in 1852. It was named
after its creek, which runs through a large birch
area. In 1863, the town was renamed Deer
Lick and remained so until 1868 when it

reverted back to Birch Run. Birch Run was
incorporated as a village in 1955.

Village Government &

The Village of Birch Run is governed by a
Village President and four Council Members.
There is also a DDA Director/ Village Manager,
Village Treasurer and Village Clerk. The Village
Council meets the fourth Monday of the month
at7 p.m. in the Council Chambers, located at
the Village Office.
